focussed on developing teachers’ practice involving manipulatives, with support from Pete

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The other discussion that developed from a reply to … 

 

… was about teaching A level Further Maths and online subject-knowledge-support sessions. It 

also included brief thoughts about the teacher-learning that can result when two or more 

colleagues work together in the same lesson or together watch extracts from a lesson, and 

discuss student-student and student-teacher interactions (considering, for example, questions 

such as ‘How might I have acted differently when …’):  
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The other direct reply to Kathryn’s first main question …
